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Good Morning.  My name is Chris Watson. 

Today, September 11, twenty years ago, I was teaching a presentation skills class at the Defense 

Intelligence Agency (DIA), about a mile from the Pentagon, when we received word about the attack in 

New York City.  As a non-essential contractor I was dismissed and as I left the DIA building I could 

see smoke from the Pentagon off in the distance. 

Altogether 2,977 innocent people died in NY, VA, and PA that day.  574 more people than the 2,403 

who died at Pearl Harbor. 

The death toll has risen to at least 7,600 people based on the additional 4,623 people who died from 

illness due to dust and other factors after the towers fell. 

Unfortunately too many people do not remember or know about that day, and many do not really know 

what this great country of ours suffered in the aftermath of the terror attack. 

And that is why I am speaking to you today.  Unless we Republicans take back control of Cobb 

County, and Georgia, and keep it, September 11 will disappear, just like the rest of our history is 

being made invisible because some of it is hard and some of it is difficult and some of it is 

awkward to talk about.

The South Tower collapsed at 9:59 am and the North Tower collapsed at 10:28 am, 2,753 people 

died on September 11 in New York City.

On that day, in the Pentagon, among the 184 who died that day were: 

Rosa Chapa, Sandra Foster, Robert Hymel, Shelley Marshall, Patricia Mickley, Charles Sabin 

Karl Teepe.   

These 7 people worked for the DIA Office of the Comptroller.  George and Diane Simmons, who 

were headed to Hawaii on AA flight 77 for a second honeymoon after retiring, also died. 



Why have I named only these 9 people this morning?  Because the first seven I named were former 

students of mine, and George and Diane were friends from my days working at the Xerox 

Corporation. 

I named the DIA employees and my friends from Xerox because I REMEMBER!  That I knew 9 

people who died that day does NOT make me special.
